Divisions with day end awards 

11 and under Walk Trot  

For those riders 11 and under who have not shown at the canter. Equitation to include an 

individual pattern.   

Classes :  1,2,3,4 

Open Walk Trot 

For those riders of any age who have not shown at the canter. Equitation to include an 

individual pattern.  

Classes: 5,6,7,8 

Novice Walk Trot 

For those riders who are in their first 12 months of showing, that have not shown at the canter. 

Equitation to include an individual pattern.  

Classes: 9,10,11,12 

Adult Walk Trot 

For riders over the age of 18 as of January 1,2012 who have not shown at the canter. Equitation 

to include an individual pattern. 

Classes: 13,14,15,16 

Leadline 

For those riders of any age. To be shown on the leadline, rider and leader must trot in front of 

judge individually.  

Classes: 17,18,19,20 

Green Horse  

For horses in their first year of showing. First class to be walk trot, second (individual pattern), 

third and fourth will include canter.

Children W/T/C 

For all riders who where under 18 as of January 1, 2012. Individual pattern in Equitation class. 

Classes: 25,26,27,28 

Adult W/T/C 

For all riders over 18. Individual pattern in Equitation class. 

Classes: 19,30,31,32 

Open W/T/C 

For riders of all ages. Individual pattern in Equitation class. 

Classes: 33,34,35,36 

Novice Trot Poles 

Open to riders who have not shown over 18”. Poles, to be ridden at trot or canter. 

37,38,39,40 

Short Stirrup 

For those riders under the age of 12 as of January 1,2012. Fences are 18” crossrails.  

41,42,43,44 

Medium/ Long Stirrup  

For those riders over the age of 12 as of January 1, 2012. Fences are 18” crossrails.  

45,46,47,48 

Elementary Hunter 

Open to green horses and ponies that have not shown over 18”. Fences are 18” crossrails. To 

Include a Hack Class 

49,50,51,52 

Children’s Equitation 

For all riders who where under 18 as of January 1, 2012. Two classes over fences not to exceed 

2’3”, spreads on oxers not to exceed 2’. Rider will be judged on equitation.

Open Equitation 

Open to riders of any age. To be judged on equitation, fences not to exceed 2’3”, spreads not to 

exceed 2’. 

56,57,58 

Children’s Hunter 

For all riders who where under 18 as of January 1, 2012. Two jumping classes over fences not to 

exceed 2’6”, spreads not on oxers not to exceed 2’.  To include a Hack Class 

59,60,61,62 

Adult Hunter 

Open to riders over 18. Two jumping classes over fences not to exceed 2’6”, spreads not on 

oxers not to exceed 2’. To include a hack class.

Specialty Classes 

HMEC Open Hunter Classic (2’6” Cooler Class)- Open to riders of all ages. Jumps not to exceed 

2’6”, spreads not to exceed 2’. Judged on the performance of the horse. The winner receives a
